Building Reps’ reports 


Mark – Only complaint is about mapping.


John – Awards of Literature, conferences, mapping, Wolf Ridge, 


Fun Fest, are all happening in the next couple of weeks.  


Things are very busy.  A pay discrepancy was found – a teacher 


teaching full-time, was contracted, and being paid for only 0.9 of a 
position for the last 3 years.  The district will make restitution, and the 
teacher
 will receive back pay.  


Toni – 
The teachers have been busy.  Mapping has been made clearer to 
the teachers.  The language arts consensus map has a huge chunk 
completed because the teachers were able to get release time to work 
together on the consensus map.  Conferences are before spring break for 
the building again.  There is a program to schedule conferences that is 
being used by the middle school, and it will hopefully be used in the lower 
grades soon.  

5.  Reports of Committees: 


Uniserv: Much of the conversation is about the Ed Minnesota Rep 
Convention.  We are not sending anyone to the convention this year.  The 
Rep Convention is the annual business meeting and elections.  Both the 
Vice President and President are running unopposed.  Denise Specht does 
have an opponent.  All the reports are read at this time – a huge business 
meeting.  We should make an effort in the future to send someone.      







6. Unfinished  Business:









Race to the top: what’s next – The state applies for the money, which 
won’t be awarded until April.  The consideration for the funds will 
piggyback on the ATPPS programs, so a lot of locals might be 
scrambling to complete the ATPPS program (they will have until 2012 to 
do that).  A letter of support was sent and signed by Franken and 
Klobuchar.  The letter of support is a very bipartisan document.  However, 
Franken and Klobuchar might not know what the MDE is attaching to 
Race to the Top.  The Minnesota legislature 
also has letters of support 
written.  

K-12 business connection – This was supposed to happen today.  Neither 
invitee could make the proposed dates, but we are still working with them 
to find dates that would work, probably pushing this event out into April, 
which may be a better time, anyway.  

Schedule C update – The committee is trying to formulate a questionnaire 
to people who hold extra contracts.  The committee then would determine 
a point system that would help determine the amount of money for each 
position.   They hope to have it in circulation by mid April.

Survey of executive board – This survey would make sure that we are 
doing a good job for our members and are answering their questions.  
JoAnn would be willing to sit in the lounges during lunch to introduce 
herself to the members.  

Constitution/bylaws review – Reviewed the Next 5 policies.  Policies for 
OEA are now half done.
  7.   New Business:

Continuing Education – The two co-chairs are responsible for chairing 
the meetings where clock hours are being approved.  Teachers need to 
learn how to log on to Keep Certified, and how to determine their clock 
hours.  Mary will bring some of these issues up at Meet and Confer. 







Fundraiser – Ngenio has a survey (about 7 – 10 minutes), and the district 
will receive $10 for each person who takes it.  Building Reps could either 
put up a sign in the lunch room or discuss at faculty meeting to let 
teachers, students (18), or administrators know about the survey.  The 
survey would be a paper survey.  The company will give us a certain 
amount of copies.  

MDE review of ATPPS – The review went smoothly.  The walked around, 
saw PLCs, and talked to a couple of teachers.

Summer seminar – Building Reps will put up posters in the lounge.  We 
need to get people involved in the organization.  There are various 
sessions that teachers could attend to get involved with the OEA such as 
Member Rights training, ATPPS, Meet and Confer, constitution, 
professional development, etc.

PEIP pool – Other locals are interested in forming a PEIP pool in an 
attempt to lower health insurance premiums.
There may be a dinner s
ession with a presentation by PEIP to explain benefits and costs.  Last year 
PEIP was more expensive than our actual insurance.  However, if we get a 
large pool of mamebers, it might lower our insurance rates.  OEA should 
send someone to the dinner to get more information.  Leslie expressed 
interest in attending this meeting for OEA
